Late Work:  You will be allowed to make-up missed work if the absence is excused.  It is your responsibility to get assignments and to schedule make-up exams.  You (and your parents) can look at the class website (see above) or Skyward to see what the daily work is.  I do not subtract points for late homework, if 100% of the work is done, you will get 100% of the grade.  However, an “Outstanding” citizenship score will not be given to you if you turn in late homework.
Absent/Participation:  If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to contact me about the work you missed.  You are responsible to check the absent binder.  Notes are easily made-up when you have been absent.  Unfortunately there is no way to make-up many of the activities that we do in class.  Each term, 100 participation points will be given.  For every absence 5 points will be taken away from this score.  These points CAN NOT be made up.  You have to be in class to participate.  If your grade starts to suffer because of excessive absences, you may do extra credit (see below).
